o Enroll in First Steps as an early intervention
provider;

o Follow the Individualized Family Service
Plan for each family on your caseload;

o Provide weekly parent advising services to
families when requested.;

o Attend regular mentoring sessions with Ear-
ly Intervention Coordinators;

o Attend quarterly group Parent Advisor meet-
ings for support and training; and

o Follow all First Steps guidelines including

submitting reports in a timely manner.
